Lesson Four Christian Studies – Using our talents to serve others in the community

Today we will investigate the talents of some of the people in the Bible and how they used them to serve God and their community.  

As a class, read Genesis 2 again to list some of the talents of the first people.

In groups of 2 or 3, research a given person from the Bible and list their talents and abilities.  Provide some information about them, and share how they used their talents to serve God or others in their community.

PEOPLE:
Joseph, Moses, Aaron, David, Mary, Pharaoh’s daughter.

Joseph: Genesis Ch 37, 39, 40
Moses: Exodus Ch 2, 3,4
Aaron: Exodus 4 verses 10 -16
David: 1 Samuel chapter 16
Mary (Jesus’s mother) Luke 1: 26- 36 and 38, Luke 2: 21-24, and Chapter 2: 39-40.
Pharaoh’s Daughter: Exodus Chapter 1, Chapter 2:1-10
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Discuss our identities and what influences who we are and what we do.
